Our DFW PAMA Chapter has awarded 3 FULL SCHOLARSHIPS TO
STUDENTS AT TCC, but again the number of students competing for
these $5,800 awards was not what one would think.

The DFW chapter will again be awarding a full scholarship to TCC this fall.
PAMF will be accepting applications for their awards between July 1 and
October 31. Women in Aviation will again be awarding scholarships in
2009 and those awards go to both men and women.
